All work authorized by an Accela Citizens Access permit must comply with all applicable state and local statutes, ordinances, rules, regulations,
and codes. All work authorized by an Accela Citizens Access permit is subject to inspection. Required inspections can be requested online or by
calling the Leon County interactive voice inspections line at (850) 891-1800. Access to the subject property must be provided for inspection
purposes.

Permits shall automatically EXPIRE and become null and void if work is not commenced within 180 days following the date of issuance or if work
is suspended or an inspection is not approved within 180 days from the date of issuance.
